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Celebrating Vesak

Vesak holds a profound significance for over 500 million Buddhists
scattered around the globe, as a time to celebrate the life, teachings,
and spiritual legacy of Gautama Buddha. Falling on the day of the full
moon during the month of May, Vesak commemorates the birth, the
awakening (Bodhi), and the passing away (Parinirvana) of Siddhartha
Gautama who is referred to as the Buddha — “the awakened one.”

Siddhartha Gautama was born in Lumbini, current Nepal, around 563
BCE. At the age of 35 he realised his awakening under a Bo tree in
Gaya, India. At the age of 80 he passed away in Kusinara, India. This
symbolised his final liberation from the cycle of birth and death known
as samsara. All three events took place on the Vesak full moon day.
After his awakening, the Buddha spent the next 45 years teaching the
Dharma (the path to liberation) to a diverse range of followers. He
delivered numerous discourses known as suttas, and established a mo-
nastic community known as the Sangha.

How may the Buddha’s teaching be summarised? In the Buddha’s own
words:

“Sabba papassa akaranam

kusalassa upasampada

sacitta pariyo dapanam

etam buddhana sasanam”

- Dhammapada (1 erse 183).

Not to do evil, to perform wholesome actions, to purify one’s mind —
this is the teaching of the Buddhas.

This teaching emphasises the
™ need for inner transfor-

i mation to overcome suffer-
ing or un-satisfactoriness
(Dukka), without reliance on
l cxternal forces or deities.

The Buddha also highlighted
the interconnectedness of
phenomena stressing that
such phenomena arise de-
pendent on multiple causes
and conditions. All condi-
tioned phenomena are impermanent and transient (Anicca) in nature.
All processes should be understood as impersonal or non-self (Anatta).
There is no permanent, unchanging self or soul within beings.

Awatkening (Bodhi)

Vesak serves as a poignant opportunity for adherents to contemplate
on the Buddha’s teaching, featuring compassion (Karuna), ethical in-
tegrity (Sila), mental cultivation (Bhavana) and inner peace (Samadhi).
It is also a time to engage in acts of generosity (Dana). Vesak day reso-
nates deeply with Buddhists and individuals worldwide who cherish its
values. Both Buddhists and followers of other faiths take this occasion
to reflect on their spiritual paths, striving for inner tranquility and com-
prehension. Since 1999 Vesak has been officially acknowledged by the
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bly, as a day for international
spiritual observances.

On this occasion of Vesak let us
extend our goodwill to all:

“May suffering ones be suffering &
free,

And the fear-struck fearless be,
May the grieving shed all grief,
May all beings find relief.”

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Racism in Sri Lanka: Language

Sri Lanka’s deep multiculturalism has also brought with it an etymo-
logical list of racial slurs. The existence of these terms in language
often indicates a great deal about the diversity and multiculturalism in
Ceylon, and how ethnic groups have viewed each other. Analysing
these terms without judgment is a crucial step towards building a
society with genuine ethnic harmony.

We begin with the term “Demala”, a derogatory term utilised to refer
to individuals of Tamil descent. A related racial slur is the term
“Hettiya” referring to the historical Chettiar community of Sri Lanka.
These do not distinguish between the different languages, cultural
practices and historical connection of different Tamil communities in
Sri Lanka and has left a lasting and bitter legacy.

Sometimes a racist term denotes social perceptions of a particular
ethnic group. For instance Vedda is a derogatory name utilised to
refer collectively to indigenous Sri Lankans and to insult individuals
who are not ethnically indigenous. The term is also utilised as an in-
sult towards individuals who are not ethnically indigenous to denote
an individual who is perceived to be unkempt, not groomed, or di-
shevelled, indicating how, many Sri Lankans view indigenous com-
munities.

At other times, the racist term itself embodies the ignorance about a
victim group’s history. For instance, the “Ahikuntaka” people are
also not spared from racist terms such as “Nai Demala”. This term
appears to be applied to this ethnic group, referring to the common
practice of snake charming. Gypsy communities are not ethnically
Tamil and do not speak Tamil, but Telugu.

Hambaya and Thambiya are terms utilised in order to refer to Islamic
communities though once again do not offer nuance around the eth-
nically diverse communities such as Turks, Moors and Memons and
other groups which follow Islam.

The Eurasian community is also not exempt from racism in Sri
Lanka. Here I have encountered two wotds of note. The term
“lansiya” denotes specifically individuals of Dutch descent though it
can include Eurasians of all backgrounds. Another term I have heard
used is “Bottuwen Watticha Ung” denoting the discriminatory view
that Dutch Sri Lankans are disloyal to the nation or that remaining
Dutch Burghers do not remain in Sri Lanka by choice. These hurtful
terms reflect the harmful societal perceptions of these communities
and degrade them in historical terms.

Individuals of Portuguese origin are often disparaged with the term
“Thuppaiah” which indicates something immoral or deplorable. This
term may reference a moralistic view on the free mixing of Portu-
guese individuals with all communities, which led to a large Mestizo
or mixed population of Ceylon resulting from this interaction.

An appearance based insult we have encountered is the term
“Kapiriya” utilised to denote Afro Sri Lankan communities. In our
research we have encountered the notion that this term is associated
with the skin colour of Afro Ceylonese individuals. It has been re-
ported to be utilised to demean dark skinned individuals in Sri Lanka
of other ethnic groups also.

Among racist terms based on places of origin are terms such as Ja-
Kaaraya, referring to Javan people, Afghan Kaaraya, and Cheena,
referring to historical Chinese Sri Lankans.

Our experiences and research have demonstrated the painful othering
that these terms cause to many communities. It is our hope to see a
time when these terms vanish from the vocabulary of Sri Lankans.

Today, we investigate how a village in the Sabaragamuwa in the Rathna-
pura district got its name ELAPATHA. When we hear the name
Elapatha, what comes to our mind is the Sinhala poems exchanged be-
tween Elapatha Mudali and famous Gajaman Nona. The Walauwa built
by Elapatha Mudali is still preserved in Rathnapura.

It is apparent that there had been
aristocrats living in this area before
the name Flapatha came in to
being. Let us explore the story.

8l The walauwa clan were highly
respected in the society by that
time. They were the elites of the
society.

There was a notorious son in one
of the walauwas in this district.
There was a big social gap between the walauwa clan and the low cast
people in the society. They were like slaves to the walauwa clan.

Elapatha Walamwa

But this notorious son got attracted to one of the pretty girls in a low
cast family and secretly began associating her and fell in love. The pretty
low cast girl was pregnant twice to this aristocrat’s son and gave birth to
two sons. Then it became public news.

The walauwa never wished to accommodate her in the family. Mother
gave the two sons low caste names. One was called “Flaya” and the
other was named “Pathaya”. When they grew up walauwa offered Elaya
and Pathtaya some lands and helped them settle down in two villages .
People began to call these two villages “Elaya gama” and “Pathaya ga-
ma”.

Over time, the older generation died, and children of Elaya and Pathya
grew in numbers and the people joined the names of the two sons to call
it “Flapatha gama”.

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Sarvodaya Founder Dr. A.T. Ariyaratne Passes
Away

The founder of the Sarvodaya Shramadana Movement of Sri
Lanka, Dr. A'T. Ariyaratne, passed away on 16 April at the age of
93.

Sri Lankabhimanya Ahangamage Tudor Ariyaratne is the Founder
and President Emeritus of the
Sarvodaya Shramadana Move-
ment of Sri Lanka (Sarvodaya), a
grass-roots humanitarian organi-
sation based on the concept of
‘sharing of labour, thought and
energy for the awakening of all’.

Sarvodaya has been active
throughout Sri Lanka since 1958
despite numerous hardships it
has faced over the years.

Born in 1931 in the South of Sri Lanka, Dr. Ariyaratne had his
primary education in the village school, secondary education at
Mahinda College, Galle, and his higher education at Vidyodaya
University. He started his teaching career at Nalanda College, Co-
lombo. While still a teacher there, he took forty high school stu-
dents and twelve teachers on an educational tour to a remote vil-
lage. During this memorable visit, Dr. Ariyaratne guided his stu-
dents and fellow teachers along his vision of sharing labour,
thought and energy with the villagers and helped them develop
their village. This first Shramadana work camp marked the begin-
ning of Sarvodaya.

Right from its inception he called Sarvodaya an implementation of
Buddha’s Teachings for Sustainable Development and Peace. He
demonstrated in Practice how the Teachings of the Buddha could
be applied to the advancement of Spititual, Moral, Cultural, Social,
Economic and Political life of the community.

For over sixty-three years, Sarvodaya has continued its service as
the largest non-government movement in Sri Lanka and Dr. Ari-
yaratne has received many national and international awards in
recognition of his commitment to the nation and its people.

He received the highest national award, the Sri Lankabhimanya
Award, from the President of Sti Lanka in 2007 and many Interna-
tional awards such as the Ramon Magsaysay Award (Philippines)
1969, King Baudouin Award for International Development
(Belgium) 1982, Niwano Peace Price (Japan) 1992 and Mahatma
Gandhi Peace Prize (India) 1996 for his contribution to Human
Wellbeing and Peace. Dr. Ariyaratne was also honoured with a
Doctor of Letters (D.Litt.) degree from Sri Jayewardenepura Uni-
versity and a Doctor of Humanities (D.H.) degree from Amelio
Aguinaldo College of Medicine in the Philippines.
